SOPHOCLES’:
OEDIPUS REX

TIME 20:30

The action takes place on the last day

of Oedipus role at Thebes. The city has
been visited a terrible plague. Oedipus
has sent to ask Apollo’s oracle about

the cause of the infection. The answers
come back that Thebes is being polluted
by the presence of King Laius murderer.
Oedipus determines to find the criminal
and punish him. At first his thoughts tun
to conspiracy. Why was the killing never
fully investigated? Perhaps there was a
plot from within the city. The prophet
Teiresias knows who the murderer is. Why
has he kept silent for so long? Teiresias
tells Oedipus that the criminal he is
looking for is himself, but Oedipus
refuses to listen. Reports had said that
Laius was killed by a group of brigands,
not a single man...Oedipus accuses
Creon, his wife Jocasta’s brother, of being
part of conspiracy. Jocasta tries to calm
the two angry men. She tells Oedipus
that, contrary to what he had always
believed, when King Laius was killed,
one of the men escorting him survived.
Oedipus immediately sends a messenger
to fetch this vital witness. Jocasta prays to
Apollo for deliverance from her troubles.
As if in answer to her prayers,

a messenger arrives from Corinth,
bringing news of the death of King
Polybus and Oedipus succession to the
throne. Oedipus is unwilling to return
home since his mother Merope is still
alive. The Corinthian messenger tells him
to have no fear on that score Merope was
not his real mother. The messenger turns
out to have been the man who rescued
Oedipus on the mountain years ago. He
tells the King the story of his rescue and
how he brought him safe to Corinth.
When Jocasta hears about the child with
the fettered feet, she realizes the truth at
once and runs into the palace. Laius’
surviving bodyguard, supplies the last
piece of the puzzle. He tells how he

spared the child he had been ordered

to kill and gave him to a foreigner to care
for. All the elements in the story are now
accounted for Oedipus has finally
learned the truth about himself. He rushes
into the palace to look for his mother,
who is also his wife. He finds her
hanging from a beam and with her
brooches puts out his eyes. He will never
look on anything from his former life
again.

AMPHI-THEATRE

The AMPHI-THEATRE was founded in
1975. It has focused its attention on three
main sectors of the theatre: the ancient
Greek drama, the Greek theatre of the
period between 1600-1900 and at the
same time, it has regularly produced
plays by classical and contemporary
foreign writers.

The Cyprus Symphony Orchestra was
founded in 1987 by the Ministry of
Education and Culture and worked as

the Cyprus State Orchestra until 2006.

In 2006, the Ministry of Education and
Culture established the Cyprus Symphony
Orchestra Foundation, which manages
the Orchestra since January 2007.

According to the Foundation’s Artistic
Policy, the Cyprus Symphony Orchestra
aims to bring classical music close to the
wider public of Cyprus. This is achieved
by giving concerts in all main cities,

as well as by organizing community
outreach programmes. The Orchestra’s
Educational Programmes, organised in
collaboration with the Ministry of
Education and Culture, address all levels
of education — early childhood to
secondary education — and consist of
school visits by musicians, preparatory
music workshops, educational school
concerts and family concerts.

The Orchestra’s activities also include

participation in International and local

Festivals, as well as in opera productions.

Aiming to promote the work of Cypriot
artists, the CySO regularly collaborates
with Cypriot composers, presenting
premieres of their works. It has
collaborated with distinguished Cypriot
and foreign artists and at the same time
gives a platform for young Cypriot artists,
by offering them regular public
exposure. Aiming to promote modern
Cypriot culture abroad, the Orchestra
develops cultural exchange programmes
and has toured several times in Greece,
Germany, Denmark, Bulgaria, France,
Malta, the U.K and Switzerland.

The first Conductor and Artistic

Director of the Orchestra was Ayis
loannides, who was succeeded by
Roland Melia, Maciej Zoltowski and
Spiros Pisinos. The General Manager and
Artistic Director of the Orchestra, since
February 2009, is Peter Kovacs.

Spiros Pisinos held the position of chief
conductor and artistic director of the Cyprus
Symphony Orchestra between 2005 and 2008.
He has conducted orchestras including the
Philharmonia Orchestra of London, Milan’s
Pomerigsgi Musicali, Genoa’s Carlo Felice Opera
Orchestra, Sinfonia Finlandia, Athens and
Thessaloniki State Orchestras and West
Australia Symphony. He has toured with
Orchestre National de Montpellier, Nuremberg
Symphony and Mariinsky Youns Philharmonic
Orchestra.

In order to celebrate the “Day of Europe”

on 9 May 2009, Spiros Pisinos conceived

and conducted the first performance of
Beethoven’s IX Symphony by the Cyprus
Symphony Orchestra, along with extra leading
musicians from all neighbouring countries
surrounding Cyprus (mostly from Daniel
Barenboim’s West-Eastern Divan Orchestra)
and the Czech Philharmonic Choir - Brno.
Spiros Pisinos founded and conducts the
Ensemble Philharmonia composed by
professional Greek Cypriot, Turkish Cypriot and
other musicians from European Union member
states and has performed in Cyprus and Paris
with great success.

In the operatic realm, Spiros Pisinos has
conducted at Dusseldorf’s Deutsche Oper

am Rhein, Bremen, Cottbus and Mannheim
Operas. In 1999 and 2000 he assisted Antonio
Pappano in major operatic productions and
subsequently Kurt Masur at the New York
Philharmonic and Orchestre National de
France.

In 1978, Spiros Pisinos completed his piano
studies at the Ethnikon Odeon Kyprou under
Loulou Symeonidou and followed up with
private instruction under Enrique

Barenboim. A recipient of the Leventis
Foundation scholarship, Spiros Pisinos studied
orchestral conducting at the Vienna
Conservatory from where he graduated in
1996. In 1982, prior to devoting himself
exclusively to music, Spiros Pisinos had
studied Biophysics at the University of
Pennsylvania and had subsequently carried out
research at M.I.T.

Spiros Pisinos is a recipient of the French
government’s Chevalier des Arts et des Lettres.

TASOS STYLIANOU

Tasos Stylianou studied music in the USA at
the Mannes College of Music, Jazz and
Contemporary Music at the New School for
Social Research, composition privately with
Henry Martin and at the Aaron Copland School
of Music at Queens College (MA in
Composition) with Morris Rosenzweig, Thea
Musgrave and Paul Levy. He also holds a Ph.D.
in Composition from the University of Utah
where he studied with Morris Rosenzweis.
Tasos Stylianou has received awards and
honours such as the Leroy Robertson
Composition Prize, the Leroy Robertson
Scholarship in Composition. He has received
the honorary award from the ALEA ||
international composition competition. He has
also received grants from the UTA (University
Teaching Award) from the University of Utah
and a scholarship from Banff Residency —
Canada where he was a resident composer.
He has also collaborated with Parma
Recordings for a compilation CD called
Mosaic, through the Society of Composers
where he is @ member. He has received
commissions amongst others from Utah'’s
Classical Greek Theatre Company, from
world-known flutist Carlton Vickers and the
Pedagosgical Institute of Cyprus.

He has cooperated with various musicians
such as Morris Rosenzweis, Thea Musgrave,
Paul Levy, Mario Davidovsky, Johnathan Harvey,
Paul Lanskey and others. His works have been
performed by various musicians such as Bodil
Robech and Carla Rees as well as by
ensembles such as the New York Music
Ensemble, Canyonlands New Music
Ensemble, ALEA Ill, National Chorus of
Moldova, University of Utah’s New Music
Ensemble, Athens Trio, the Cyprus Symphony
Orchestra, including performances through
the Center of Cypriot Composers where he

is @ member. He frequently cooperates with
ensembles and performers in Cyprus.

Tasos Stylianou is also a full-time faculty
member at the University of Nicosia’s Music
Department.

PROGRAMME:

During the last eleven years, Oxfords’
professional symphony orchestra has
become, in the words of the Oxford
Times, ‘a musical resource for the city and
beyond’. In October 2002 we became
the first-ever Orchestra in Residence at
the University of Oxford, and our
year-round service to town and gown
alike has attracted consistent critical
praise, and loyal and growing public
support.

Countries already
visited include France, Switzerland,
Greece, Denmark and Sweden, while
major tours of Belgium and the USA will
take place in 2010 and 2011 respectively.

This rapid rise in the Orchestra’s standing
is founded on uncompromising artistic
standards, maintained by some of the
very best orchestral musicians in London,
Oxford and the Thames Valley. From the
start, Oxford Philomusica has enjoyed
endorsement of its mission from a
remarkable roster of distinguished artists,

including Vladimir Ashkenazy, our Patron.
Oxford Philomusica has frequently
appeared in the presence of British
Royalty, including HRH The Prince of
Wales and HRH The Duke of Edinburgh,
and has also established an annual
fund-raising concert and dinner in the
Palace of Westminster. In April 2002 the
Orchestra was honoured at a reception
at 10 Downing Street.

Education and community work is
central to the Orchestra’s mission. As part
of the University Residency, the Orchestra
collaborates with the Faculty of Music in
educational programmes for the student
community, and its dedicated team of
specialists maintains a programme of
work in schools, hospitals and
community centres. The Orchestra’s
partnership with Oxfordshire County
Council provides performance
opportunities and tuition to hundreds of
talented young musicians. In recognition
of its work in the community, including
its artistic leadership of the celebrated
Blackbird Leys Choir, Oxford Philomusica
Orchestra won the Oxford Times Charity
and Community Award in the
Oxfordshire Business Awards 2007.

As it enters its second decade, Oxford
Philomusica embraces its Arts
Council-recognised role to fill ‘an
identifiable regional need’, and continues
to play its full part in the provision of
first-rate orchestral music for the nation.
